General Policy:
      Students are expected to abide by these standards of conduct throughout their enrollment. Students found to be out of harmony with the school’s ideals of work and life may be entitled to withdraw whenever the administration determines that it is necessary.

Schedule of Classes

Students are expected to attend class Monday thru Friday from 8 am to 2:30 pm;  otherwise indicated by the official school calendar.

Students are expected to participate in all school activities and functions otherwise indicated by specific medical or previously notified reason. 

The school curriculum is designed to include ministry training, in which students will enhance their interpersonal skills along with any gifts (whether in art, music, drama, etc). Ministry days are mandatory and considered an integral part of the student curriculum.  Students will receive in class training and lessons on specific topics such as: evangelism, outreach, spiritual authority, worship & intercession, etc. Students (along with specific teachers and team leaders) will also be given opportunities to go into the community and serve local establishments and families in areas needed and pre-established by the schools.  Parents will be notified in advance on specific about training schedules.

Attendance & Absences:


Parents / Guardians must notify the school no later than 9AM the same day which the student will be absent or late.  Messages may be left on the school voicemail system.   Please DO NOT have the student call themselves.


Upon returning to school student must also provide written notification explaining why student was absent.


Any missing work is expected to be completed at home during the duration of the absence.

Half-Day:


Students will be dismissed between12 noon and 12:30 pm on designated half days.

Lateness:


The official school day begins at 8:00 AM and ends at 2:30 PM.  Anyone arriving after 8:10 is considered late and must do mandatory detention at the end of the school day for 45 minutes.

Detention:

Detention begins promptly at 2:40 and ends at 3:25 PM

Students receive detention for lateness, 3 demerits and otherwise noted offences.  Detentions will be served Monday thru Thursdays.

Scope and Sequence:


· Each student is assigned mandated courses each year.

· Electives are mandatory each year, such as: language, art, gym, music. 11th and 12th grade electives such as business, psychology, etc. are selected by the student along with advisement.

Class work and Homework Procedures

Students are assigned projected goals per day in each subject area.  Any goal uncompleted within that subject at the end of the period is considered homework.  

Students are required to keep a planner with their projected goals for each day/week.  Any unfinished work must be written in the planner as homework reminder.  The planners will serve as a syllabus to pace and guide each student on the amount of work needed to be completed by specific time frames for each subject.

Planners must be reviewed daily and signed by parents to ensure students are not falling behind on their work. 

Extra subject assignments are expected to be completed by specified dates and will be averaged into mid term and final grades. 

Scoring:

· Each morning students are expected to have the teachers score their homework upon arrival to school and or during subject period.

· Upon completion of goals for each subject students are expected to notify the classroom instructor and submit their workbook.   

· If errors are found within pages, students are expected to correct mistakes.

· Once mistakes are corrected students are expected to notify the classroom instructor again  

· Students can not proceed to the next set of goals with out correcting previous mistakes. 

· If goals for specific subject are completed early students may not move on to the next subject until the scheduled time.  Students are expected to read or complete any unfinished goals from prior subjects for that day (which would have been considered homework); or continue in further pages of that particular subject.

Testing:


Passing Grades:

· Each pace is designed with practice self test.  Students must be able to complete and pass the self test before moving along to complete the actual test in the pace booklet. 

· Passing grades is a 70% for this curriculum.  

· Grades within 65-69% will be given assignments as extra credit to reach the passing grade of 70%.

· Grades of 64%and below are not acceptable and will require students to retake an alternate exam. 

· Alternate tests will only be given once. If students fail the alternate test with anything below a 60% they must redo the book. 

· If students fail the modified exam with a 59% or below they are then required to redo that particular workbook before they may move on to the next workbook.

· Should a student be required to redo a workbook parents must purchase a new workbook for an additional $5.00.  Parents will receive a letter with a copy of the two exams.

· Excessive jewelry or perfume/cologne is not permitted.

Demerits


Three accumulated demerits will warrant a detention.


Demerits will be given for the following reasons:

· Missing 1-2 workbooks for class

· Forgetting planner

· Planner not signed by parent daily

· Eating or drinking during class time

Detention


Detention is given for the following reason:

· 3 Accumulated Demerits  

· Lateness

· Rude or disrespectful behavior towards adults and peers

Suspension


Suspension is given for the following reasons:


* Three detentions for the same infraction

· Fighting

· Stealing

· Cheating on class work

· Unprepared for the school day:

Students are required to be prepared for every subject at all times including ministry days.  Should a student arrive to school without 1 or 2 books a demerit is issued.  Three or more missing workbooks will require a suspension and at this time students will be sent home.  Parents will be notified and must pick up their child immediately.
Any student suspended 3times within one year must be reviewed by staff and may face expulsion. All suspensions for whichever reason will be recorded on official school transcripts.

Expulsion


Students are expelled from the school due excessive suspensions and cheating.

Cell Phone, Sidekick,  MP3 Player Policy


Cell phones are required to be handed in every morning and signed into a safe box. Students will be allowed to retrieve their cell phones at the end of the day.  Any parent who wishes to contact their child must call the school during lunch time.  Please do not call the student during school hours unless it is an extreme emergency. Students WILL NOT be allowed to speak with parent unless it is extremely important. 

Students are not allowed to have cell phones on during the official school day this includes during ministry training days.  Any student caught with their cell phone on including text messaging, taking pictures, playing games, etc will have their phone confiscated until parents come to retrieve the phone.

Lunch Policy


For safety and liability reasons students may not leave the building premises for lunch or any other reason unless supervised by a teacher.  Students are required to bring lunch to school on a daily basis.  Microwaves and refrigerators are provided for warming and storage of food.  Juices, sodas and snacks will occasionally be provided for purchase during break and lunch time.  Eating is only allowed in the designated lounge area during break and lunch only. Students and Teachers may not eat during class time  neither in the sanctuary.
Student Rights

• Each student has the right to be respected, be treated with dignity and have access to a comprehensive school program that educates, advocates for and affirms all students from diverse populations regardless of ethnic/racial status, age, economic status, special needs, English as a second language or other language group, immigration status, gender, family type, religious denomination (Christian, Baptist, Catholic, Lutheran, Methodist, etc) and appearance.

• Each student has the right to receive the information and support needed to move toward self-direction and self-development and affirmation within one’s group identities, with special care being given to students who have historically not received adequate educational services: students of color, low socio-economic students, students with disabilities and students with
nondominant language backgrounds.

• Each student has the right to understand the full magnitude and meaning of his/her educational choices and how those choices will affect future opportunities. 

• Each student has the right to privacy and thereby the right to expect the teacher, counselor-student relationship to comply with all laws, policies and ethical standards pertaining to confidentiality in the school setting.
 

Staff Responsibilities to Students

 The staff has a primary obligation to the student and families, who are to be treated with respect as unique individuals.

The staff should be concerned with the educational, academic, spiritual, career, personal, social needs and encourages the maximum development of every student.

The staff must respect the student’s values and beliefs and does not impose the teacher/counselor’s personal values.

The staff is knowledgeable of laws, regulations and policies relating to students and strives to protect and inform students regarding their rights.

The staff is to nurture the intellectual, physical, emotional, social, and civic potential of each student.
The staff should create, support, and maintain challenging learning environments for all.
The staff must collaborate with parents and community, building trust and respecting confidentiality.
Confidentiality

The school staff is responsible for the following:

Informs students of the purposes, goals, techniques and rules of procedure for academic, career, spiritual and personal development. Disclosure notice includes the limits of confidentiality such as the possible necessity for consulting with other professionals, privileged communication, and legal or authoritative restraints. The meaning and limits of confidentiality are defined in developmentally appropriate terms to students.

Information is kept confidential unless disclosure is required to prevent clear and imminent danger to the student or others or when legal requirements demand that confidential information be revealed. Teachers, counselors and pastors will consult with appropriate leaders and professionals when in doubt as to the validity of an exception.

Protects the confidentiality of students’ records and releases personal data in accordance with prescribed laws and school policies. Student information stored and transmitted electronically is treated with the same care as traditional student records.

Protects the confidentiality of information received in as specified by federal and state laws, written policies and applicable ethical standards. Such information is only to be revealed to others with the informed consent of the student, consistent with the teacher, counselor and pastoral ethical obligation.

Recognizes his/her primary obligation for confidentiality is to the student but balances that obligation with an understanding of the legal and inherent rights of parents/guardians to be the guiding voice in their children’s lives.

When you see your child has come to the first self-test in the Lifepacs, whey should begin to study in preparation for the exam at the end of the Lifepac. This practice will ensure proper study habits and prevent the student from cramming the night before to take the test. Your cooperation in this matter is extremely important.
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
